expiration of the obligation, that the punch list has been completed.

This office has not received such notification. Therefore, this obligation must be extended for
one (1) year or until the work is satisfactorily accomplished.

The following punch list items remain:

1. Access road to sewer plant needs to be surfaced with aggregate;
2. Regrade roadside ditches to provide positive flow and eliminate standing water;
3. Remove silt from cross culverts to provide positive flow;
4, Replace blue reflectors where needed;
5. Active recreation amenities need to be furnished;
6. “Soft” parking is needed at recreation area;
7. Remove concrete “wash out” from road R.O.W_;
8. Plumb all signage.
