The site is located on the west side of East street, south of Sloat Road, north
ofBayou Liberty Road. The 2025 Future Land Use Plan calls for residential development in the area.
The site is surrounded by a mix of undeveloped land, residential uses and an industrial site across
the street. There is an existing warehouse on the site, where a drapery & curtain store is currently
being operated. The site was previously zoned C-i (Neighborhood Commercial District) (ZC78- 12-
095B) before the comprehensive rezoning. Considering the existing commercial use located on the
property, and the existing industrial use located across from the subject site, staff has no objection
to the requested rezoning.
