THE TOWIN OF MADISONVILLE, a political subdivision of the state of Louisiana, whose

mailing;li;r#ltO: st.

WHEREAS, parish owns ancl operates a public water utility system fumishing water service

to the public in parts of St. 1l'ammany Parish; and

WHEREAS, Town owns and operates a water utility system and fumishes water service to

the public in parts of St. Tammany Parish; and

WHEREAS, parish desires to provide the Town with an em$rgency source of potable water

supply at an interconnection point to be constructed; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits and covenants contained in

this Agreemento the Parties agree and bind their respective offices as follows:

1.1 Losation;glaas. The plans for the interconnection poirrt are atkched hereto as Exhibit
..4,, 1ffiGr, the ;pluor";. The location of the intersonnection point shall be at

purirt l* ,*isting eight-inch (8") water main near Black River Estates Subdivision on

Hvry 22(the.olnterconnection Point"), all as more fully described by the Pltms'

2. oBLIqArIgNS oq THEPART,IES

2.1 Emersency Ujg. In the event of er bonafide Emergency (as defined below), the Parish

uu, tfiEffi authority to divert water to the fo*n upon its own initiative at the

Interconnection point. "i'fr. Town also has the authority to d9 so on its own accord'

provided that it first attempts to ryti[ the Parish immediately prior to any such diversion

if within office hours. ru:ter office hours, then the Town shall notify the Parish within

onehourafteroffrceopeningonthenextbusinessday.
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2.1.1 "Emergency" is defined a$ any well malfunction, pump malfunction, severance of
any water supply line, and/or any and all other mechanical or well failures which
unexpectedly render potable water supply impossible.

2,1,2 Within (a) three (3) days or (b) upon receipt of results from the Louisiana
Department of Health, whichever is soonero following resolution of Emergency,
the diverting party shall provide the diverted party with a clear water sarnple.

2.2 Tempor,afy Upg. In all other situations which are not construed as an Emergency, the
T'own may temporarily divert water supplies from the Parish subject to the fclllowing:

2,2.1 The Town shall provide the Parish with notification at least twenty-four (24) hours
in advance of any such diversion, and the diverting party shall reasonably

cooperate with the diverted parly to arrange for a mutually convenient time in
which said diversion may be made. Such notification shall include a copy of the

most-recent clear water sample taken by the diverting party.

2.3 grglinary Cpnr;liligs. As a result of the interconnection described in this Agreement,

the two water systems could be operated in an integrated manner. However, under

ordinary operating conditions, each party shall operate its respective water systems

indeperrdently of the other party's water system, as it is the intent of the parties that each

party will serve its own customers with its own water and that neither party will provide

a water subsidy to the other,

2.4 Both parties shall comply with all applicable govemmental laws, rules, regulations,

licensing and requirements.

2.5 Neither party shall alter or construct any improvements to the Interconnection Point not
provided for herein without the express witten permission of the other party.

2.6 OJvIrership. T'own shall maintain ownership of the improvements constructed by Town

herein, except for the eight-inch (8") tapping sleeve ard valve installed onto Parish's

eight-inch (8") water main, the ownership of which are hereby donated and conveyed to
Parish upon Parish's acceptance of the improvements constructed pursuant to this
Agreement.

2.7 Ongoine M.ainte$ance: Costs. Town shall remain responsible for its maintenance costs

for equipment needed to utilize the Parish's water supply. Each party shall bear the costs

associated with the operation of its own wells and wate.r distribution systems.

2.8 S,ecuri.ty. Each party shall maintain a locking safety device on the valve which is located

at the tie in. Each party is entitled to have means to gnin access to the diversion valve

at all times.

3.1 Qonstruction. Town shall extend its eight-inch (8") water main located near the
Madisonville Oaks Subdivision westward alorrg Hwy 22 to Black River to meet with
Parish's eight-inch (8") water main at the Interconnection Point. I'own shall install/tie-
in an isolation valve at the Interconnection Point to connect Tovan extended water main,
using a "hot tap" or other method which results in no disruption of Parish's water service
in the area. All construction is to be performed by Tovrn at its sole cost and expense.

3.2lpru}ilg. Town or its contractor shall apply for and receive any required, applicable
permits prior to commencing work. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall waive
Parish's requirements for permits.

4.l@.Parish'sDepartmentofEnvironmentalServicesshallreview,
inspect and approve the constructions being undertaken by Town in accordance with
Parish' s ordinances, regulations and procedures.

s. PA,YMENTS

5,1 Use ofDiverte$! Watgr Supply. For use of the diverted water supply, the Town shall pay
a per diem rate of three hundred fifty one and 50/100 dollars ($351.50) for each calendar
day that water is diverted to supply the diverting party's system, Partial use on any
caletrdar day shall be rounded up to a full calerrdar day. The diverted party will provide
documentation of the utility costs charged to the diverting party, in a form reasonably
required by the diverting party. All requesls for payment must be submitted timely,
supported by adequate documentation and approved before payment is made. Payments
will be made only from approved documentation, and payments will be made within
thirty (30) days following the submission of approved requests for payment"

3. TERMINATION AI{D BINDII{G NATURE

3.1 The term of this Agreement shall begin on the date of full execution of both parties
hereto (the "Effective Date") and end on December 31, 2021 (the "Term"). Thereafter,
this Agreement shall continuously and automatically renew for another period of one
(l) year at expiration of the then-current term, unless either parly gives notice to the
other ninety (90) days in advance of its intent to terminate.

Any alteration, variation, modification, orwaiverofprovisions ofthis Agreement shalL

be valid only when it has been reduced to witing and approved of and executed by all
parties prior to the alterationo variation, mcldificationo or waiver of any provision of
this Agreement.

Time is of the essence rmd the performance of the tems and corrditions hereof shall
be held in strict accordance with the times a:rd dates specified herein.

@. Should any Party seek to terminate this Agreement for
any reason prior to the expiration of the Te,rm, the Party seeking to terminate shall
provide written notice of its intent to terminate ninety (90) days prior to the date of
tennination.

Appfgpriatiqns. The continuation of this Agreement is cr:ntingent upon the
appropriation of funds by Parish to fulfill the requirements of the Agreement. If the
Parish fails to appropriate sufficient monies to provide for the continuation of this
Agreement, or if such appropriation is reduced by the veto of the Parish President by
any means provided in the appropriations ordinance to prevent the total appropriation
for the year from exceeding revenues for that year, or for any other lawful purpose,
and the effect of such reduction is to provide insufficient monies for the continuation
of the Agreement, the Agreement shall tenninate on the date of the beginning of the
first fiscal year for whic,h funds are not appropriated.

4, CONTRACTUAL YALIDITY AND MISCELLI{ANOUS PROVISIONS

4.1 In the event that any one or more provisions of this Agreement is for any reason held
to be illegal or invalido the Parties shall attempt in good faith to amend the defective
provision in order to carry out the original intent of this Agreement.

If any term or clause herein is deemed unenforceable or invalid for any re€Non

whatsoever, that portion shall be severable and the remainder of this Agreement shall
remain in full force and effect.

Any suit liled by a party to this Agreement to resolve a dispute or controversy
regarding the matters which are the subject of this A.greement shallbe filed in the22nd
Judicial Dishict Court for the Parish of St. Tammany which shall have exclusive venue
and jurisdiction for any such action. Further, any dispute arising from this Agreement
shnll be governed by the laws of the State of Louisiana.

Any failure to take any action pursuant to this Agreement or to exercise any right
granted herein does not serve as a waiver to any other obligation contained herein.

The Parties acknowledge and agree that the obligations and covenants made herein
give rise to contractual rights of each party and the right to demand specific
performance and any claim to damages suffered hereunder.

No lrarty herein shall assign any interest in this Agreement (whether by assignment or
novation). This Agreement may be amended only by mutual written consent of the

Parties.

Each representative herein warrants that they have the requisite authority and

perrnission to enter, sign and bind their office.

Each Party certifies that it will adhere to and follow any and all ordinances, laws and

licerrsing requirements applicable to each Party's obligations as stated herein.

If tfie diverted water is contaminated, the owner of the contaminated water hereby

agrees to indemni& and hold harmless the ctiverting party for any liability or iqiury
resulting from the diverling party's use of contaminated water. Said indemnification

shall include claimso demands, losseso suits, damages, judgments, costs and expenses,

whether indirect or consequential" and including, but not limited to, all fees, expenses

and charges of attorneys and other professionals, expenses of assessment,

investigation" remediation and/or removal of contaminated water. For purposes of this

indemnity, contamination shall mean water which contains toxic materials, sewerage,

chemical refuge, bacterial contamination and/or other harmful materials at such levels

deemed to render the water unfit for human consumption pursuatrt to the National

Prirnary Drinking Water Regulations set forth under the Safe Drirrking Water Act.

If the ability of either party to deliver potable water is intemrpted or impaired, in whole

or in part, clue to failure of equipment or facilities, leakso required repairs to facilities,

strikes, acts of god or other extraordinary circumstances, occulrences or conditions

beyond the parties' control, then dwing the period of such intemrption or impainnent,

thi supply obligations clescribed herein shall be suspended. Each party specifically

acknowledges, understands and agrees that the obligations ofthe other party to provide

potable waier requires only the exercise of ordinary and reasonable care under the

circumstances to maintain and have such potable water available hereunder, and that

the party delivering potable water through the interconnection shall not be liable to the

other party fbr any intemrption of or curtailment caused by circumstances beyond its

control.

This Agreement constil;utes the entire underctanding and reflects the entirety of the

undertakings between the Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, superseding all

legotiations, prior discussions and preliminary agreements. There is no representation oll

wirranty of any kind made in connection with the transactions contemplated hereby that is

not expressly contained in this Agreement.

subject to any personal liability or accountability under this Agreement by reason of the
execution and delivery of this Agreement.

Any notice required or permitted to be given under or in connection with this
Agreement shall be in writing rurd shall be either hand-delivered or mailed, postage pre-paid
by First Class Mail, registered or certifiedo return receipt requested, or delivered by private,
commercial carrier, express mail, such as Federal Express, or sent by, telecopier or other
similar form of electronic transmission confirmed by written confirmation mailed (postage
pre-paid by First Class Mail, registered or certified, retwn receipt requested or private,
commercitd carriero express mail such as Federal Express) at substantially the same time as

such rapid transmission. All communications shall be transmitted to the address or number
set forth below or such other addresses or numbers to be named hereafter desiginated by a

party in w:itten notice to the other party compliant with this section.
